Booking Procedure:

1. Each person attending Junior SOLID must complete a booking form, including
all leaders.

2. Payment must be made in full when booking. Cheques are payable to
‘SOLID’

3. All children must obtain parental consent to attend Junior SOLID.

4. Tickets for Junior SOLID may NOT be reserved. Bookings are only made
when both booking forms and payment are received.

5. Group leaders should collate booking forms and send together as a group.

6. Additions to your group may be made at a later stage, subject to availability.
7. Send all booking forms and payment (cheques payable to ‘SOLID’) to:

8. Bookings for Tickets received before 27" March will be entitled to the Early
Bird Discount of £2 (children’s tickets only).

9. Booking confirmation will be sent out to the main group leader on receipt of
your booking. Please make this person clear to us when booking.

10. Final event details will be sent out approx 4 weeks before the event with
confirmation of your groups booking and further details of the day.

Cancellations

Any cancellations made before 22" June 09 are entitled to a refund, less £5 to
cover admin costs. Any cancellations after this will forfeit all fees.

Food:

You will need to provide your own lunch and afternoon snack. Snacks and
drinks are available to purchase from the YMCA tuck shop throughout the day,
including the incredibly popular slush puppies and candy floss! Or bring your
own snacks! A full list of what's available will be in the Final Event Pack.
Please note, contrary to previous years, we will NOT be providing tea.



What's On When:

Registration begins at 8.45am on Sunday morning

Starting at 9.30am:
Your day is split into five one hour sessions with a 15 minute break in between
each session and 45 minutes for lunch:

1. Stubbers’ Adventure Activity
Activities on offer may include climbing, canoeing, aerial walkway,
challenge course and mountain boards. Year 3’s can choose either
climbing or challenge course. Book these activities when you register on a
first come first serve basis.* Leaders can also book a Stubbers’ Adventure
Activity for £8 - go on have a go!

2. It's A Knock Out
Your team goes head to head with another to win each game. There’s a
whole new set of games this year - involving water, tunnels, giant letters
and much more!!

3. Sport
The sports options here are the ever popular mini football tournament,
team games or a dance workshop. These are all available to boys and
girls.

4. The Hive
A jam-packed hour full of fun, games and energy as we explore, with
characters from the bible, the ups and downs of life. Find out what an
adventure life can be with God at your side!

5. The Fridge
Debuting craft as you have never seen it before at Junior SOLID! Also
back due to popular demand - face painting and humongous inflatables!

Helpful Hints for Leaders:

Here are just a couple of suggestions that will help you prepare for Junior
SOLID 2009:

1.

Booking forms — make it easy for your children. Complete as much of the form
as you can, especially your group and leaders name, so that all the parents need
to do is fill in the personal details and give you a cheque!

Don’t leave your booking until the last minute - places are limited. Give your
group a deadline to return their forms well in advance of the event. Due to
demand we may not be able to accept bookings received within 3 weeks of the
event.

If you want to take advantage of the Early Bird Discount for activity tickets make
sure your booking is received by 27" March. Please note that the EBD is not
available on Leaders tickets, nor will it be accepted after 27™ March.

Make sure you put enough postage stamps on the envelope!

Keep an eye on the SOLID website, which will be regularly updated with the latest
information on the event - it may help you encourage your children to get their
booking forms back on time!

Important small print:

Things you need to know about Junior SOLID:

All groups must have at least one adult leader (over 18) per ten children.
Children are the full responsibility of the group leader.

Financial and legal responsibility of SOLID is jointly owned by Viz-A-Viz Ministries,
Scripture Union, GB England & Wales and the Diocese of Chelmsford.

Junior SOLID’s management consists of: Karen Tullett (Event Coordinator), Sue
Hunt, Lis & Pete Tullett, Laura Mitson, Rachel Stuttle, Hannah Field, Claire
Whybrow, Kirsten Thomson, Katie Gowland and Ruth Gilson.

Stubbers and SOLID have public liability for up to ten million pounds.
SOLID has 24 hour stewards and security.
All SOLID events are subject to license.

Junior SOLID Management has the right to remove any persons behaving in an
unreasonable manner. It is the responsibility of the group leader to ensure their
removal from the site.



Safety

Junior SOLID management are keen that SOLID is a safe environment for all those
concerned. Group/children’s leaders are responsible for the actions of their children. We
ask all those that attend to follow these guidelines:

1. No one should enter any unauthorised area (clearly marked)

2. No one should touch or interfere with any equipment owned by Stubbers, SOLID or
those working on behalf of SOLID.

3. Children using the children’s playground must be directly supervised by their leaders.

4. No alcohol or illegal drug should be consumed at or brought to Junior SOLID.

5. Place all litter in available rubbish bins.

If the weather is very hot we suggest that children wear appropriate clothing, bring a hat
or a cap of some description and sun block or cream.

Junior SOLID management retain the right to insist on the removal from Junior
SOLID of any person acting in an unreasonable way which puts them, others or
the reputation of SOLID at risk.

Stubbers’ Site Rules
Site Rules respect the rights of all staff and visitors at Stubbers and exist to ensure that
everyone enjoys their visit.

-Keep off activity apparatus other than when directly under the supervision of a
Stubbers’ instructor.

-Group leaders are responsible for the supervision and safety of their children whilst
at Stubbers.

-Keep off the boat jetties and landing stages. Be very careful around the banks of
the lakes.

-No swimming or paddling other than when in a session supervised by Stubbers’
staff.

-Put all litter in the bins provided.

-Smoking is not permitted on site.

-Alcohol is not permitted on site.

-Illegal drugs and substances are not permitted on site.

-Footwear must be worn at all times.

-Respect the privacy of others.

-No dogs are permitted on site.

-Fishing is not permitted.

Group leaders are responsible for:-

1. Ensuring that the Stubbers’ site rules are adhered to.

2. Supervision of their group at all times, including meal times.
3. Conduct of all members of their group whilst on site.
